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SAFETY COMMITTEE MEETING MINUTES
April 13, 2026 @ 5:00 P.M.
City Hall - Board Room

CALL THE MEETING TO ORDER:
Present in the Board Room at City Hall were Alderman Messick, Alderman Parsley, Alderman French, Police Chief Floied, Assistant Police Chief Robertson, Fire Chief Chambers.

Alderman Parsley called the meeting to order. 

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES: 
Alderman Messick made a motion to approve the March 9, 2026 Safety Committee Minutes, and seconded by Alderman French.

Citizen Comments-
Alderman Parsley asked for citizen comments and Peggy Gaultney addressed the board. Peggy Gaultney suggested a weight limit on vehicles going down Spring St. Alderman Messick informed Peggy Gaultney that weight limits on streets were a state requirement. Peggy Gaultney addressed concerns over water leaks on Spring St and uneven roads. Alderman Messick contacted the water department regarding the leaks and stated he was in contact with the Street Department regarding fixing the roads. Peggy Gaultney stated the brush growing on Mill Street is a fire hazard, and Alderman Messick informed the Street Department, so they could take care of it. Peggy Gaultney stated the Skate Park needs a “Skate at your own risk” sign, and Alderman Messick stated he would contact the Street department. Peggy Gaultney stated there is a lot of travel on spring street and suggested some of the travel be rerouted. Alderman French Stated that is a state decision. 
 
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: 
Chairman Parsley asked if anyone had anything to add or take off the agenda before they approve the agenda. Alderman Messick made a motion to approve. Chairman Parsley seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.

CODES DEPARTMENT
Director Fiske was not present for the meeting.

FIRE DEPARTMENT
 Assistant Fire Chief Chambers precented the departmental review with the department responding to ninety-one calls for the month. The department conducted thirty-six public service calls, installed four smoke alarms, and four car seats. Assistant Chief Chambers stated the Magnolia Glen HOA has ordered new smoke alarms for residence and the department will be installing those soon. The Fire Marshall conducted twenty-five inspections for the month. The department attended a community fair and a children’s work shop at Home Depot. Assistant Chief Chambers stated the department conducted annual latter testing and received ten packs and twenty-five SCBA bottles that the department ordered. Assistant Chief Chambers discussed the grants he has worked on for TEMA for new generators for the city and hopes to hear back on those soon.

POLICE DEPARTMENT
Police Chief Floied started his departmental review with the department responding to 2,071 calls for the month of March. Chief Floied stated the department currently expended 79% of their yearly budget. Chief Floied and Assistant Chief Robertson have been working on grants including, DOT Foods grant for the Angel Tree Program, T-Mobile Hometown Grant for Digital Sign Boards, Safe Neighborhood Grant for drone and Cellebrite Systems and quarterly reporting for SROs and THSO Grants. Chief Floied highlighted the department involvement with community events such as speaking at the Chamber luncheon, touring the Shelbyville Police Department and learning information from their evidence Tech., walked the Woodland neighborhood after the Town Hall even with community members from that area. Administrative Captain Sneed instructed two Civilian Response to Active Shooter classes for city employees. Chief Floied stated the department has been meeting with Bonnaroo and are starting Bonnaroo and scheduling prep. Next, Chief Floied discussed employee training stating Administrative Captain Sneed and Officer Turner attended Field Training Officer School, Investigator Alford Attended ROCIC Gang Conference, and the department is planning on enrolling patrol supervisors in a basic investigations course to improve investigative and crime scene skills at a patrol level. Chief Floied presented a vape enforcement to the board, and stated the community as a whole are dealing with the same issues. Chief Floied explained that the department is having issues with some vape shops selling to underaged buyers. After a discussion it was agreed to table the topic until the next Safety meeting to give Attorney Johnson an opportunity to attend the meeting and weigh in on the conversation. The motion passed 3-0. Chief Floied presented the board with a Celebright service that would survey radar in school zones at no cost to the city. Chief Floied stated Celebright would put all signage out and the department would set the school zone hours. The company would work similarly to the red-light cameras, if someone was caught speeding through a school zone the company would issue them a fine. Half of the fine would go to the company and the other half would go to the city. A discussion ensued before the board agreed to table the topic for the next meeting. Chief Floied ended the meeting with precenting the board with the department’s annual report.
